Settings:

Song starts:

Scene one. 

As the scene opens the main character is shown from facial close-up, the camera slowly zooms out and shows him sitting in a metro/downtown kind of place on a bench and people are passing behind him. He is in his interview clothes but tie is loose, sleeves are rolled up and his jacket is dragged on the ground, he is depressed, his dreams are shattered.

Song portion:

“Don’t worry brother, please.

I’ll give you fields of gold,

Money for your widow

And 70 virgins for you”

Scene Two

Zameer and his band now come in for a band profile, each of the band member is shown for 1-2 second.

Song portion:

I feel this power come over me and I feel it more than I think I should

I’m on the edge, but don’t worry, I’ll only be your storm to bring you sunshine.
Scene Three:

The story unfolds where you see the same guy wearing college graduation cloths in a very happy and excited mood. He is hugging his parents they also seem very happy and cheerful.
Song portion:

I’m not a bad man you see.

I just want you all to feel the trouble and misery in me.

Only that will set me free.

Scene Four

Zameer and his band are shown once again singing and playing instruments.
Song portion:

I’ll be in fields of gold, with money for my widow and 70 virgins for me.

I feel this power come over me and I feel it more than I think I should

Scene Five

The person is shown in several job interviews where he is rejected several times, although his credentials are perfect. When he leaves the interviews are seen talking about his appearance in a racial kinda pattern.

Scene Six
Zameer and his band are shown outside the building/room.
Song portion:

I’m on the edge, but don’t worry, I’ll only be your storm to bring you sunshine.

Oh Lord why do you make me choose?

Scene Seven
He meets a Radical looking person who takes him to a building where he notices other young individuals making bombs and other explosives n stuff. This Radical guy brainwashes the main character and convinces him to wear a jacket with explosives. Depressed and feeling rejected he agrees to it and wears it, next you see him at a busy place with camera circling him in 180 degrees. 
Scene Eight:

Song portion:

Song portion:

All these quickly get rewinds and goes back in his eye lids where he is sitting on the bench on the first scene and everything is shown as it was in his mind…He is a good person and will not kill anyone for any reason everything runs in his mind…. Hence “Mind over Murder”
